What, you may be saying, is a Waple?
What can a Waple do for me?  Well, the
Waple legend goes back for eons.  Let me tell
you the tale.  

It all started a long time ago, back when
TV had no color.  In a day where men like
Killer Kolwalski, Bruno Samartino, and Larry
"the Axe" Hennig ruled the squared circle,
there stood a man—a man destined for
greatness.  A man who feared no other and
showed no pain.  This man was the infamous
Gunther von Waple.

Gunther's wrestling career
spanned some 30 years.
Though he never held a title,
he fought in over 10 different

states and 37 arenas.  He was
well versed in technique with 12
different moves in his repitiore.
His physical strength was
incredible, benching just under
97 lbs.  His unique lisping

stutter always made for a
memorable interview.  He was

the consummate veteran.
In the summer of 1973, Gunther's dream

came  true.  He was given a title  shot.  En
route to Boise, Idaho, for this match in which
he could become the next WCIIFCW Studio
Champion, his career was cut tragically short
when his plane plummeted into the Sahara
desert, resulting in his fiery death.  Fortunately
his 30-year losing streak was finally ended.  

Lost was the legend.  But Gunther did
leave something—four sons: Chet, Bill, Chic,
and Biff.

Bill, Chet, Chic and Biff were children like
any other children: they played, ran, sung
nursery rhymes until they were 12, played in
the sandbox dressed up as Dracula, Handsel
and Grettel, and Goldilocks.  Yes, they were
like any other children, except for one thing...
they had no mother.  Oh, sure they had a
mother, (how do you think Gunther got

pregnant?) they just never knew who she was.
The youngest of the four brothers was

Chet.  Born in 1973, he was a breech baby
who came out butt-first. Chet had always
dreamed about being a boxer, and had always
held a grudge toward his brothers.  

Next in line was Bill.  Bill is short on looks,
short on wits, short on charisma and short on
height.  He was the cute one of the team.

Chic Waple was born tall, with a big butt,
and only one testicle.
